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As a voice actress, Tara Platt is best known for 

her work on Naruto as Temari, but anime fans may 
also recognize her from animated series and 
features: Digimon: Island of Lost Digimon, Buso 
Renkin, RaveMaster, FateStayNight, Rozenmaiden, 
Tokko; Blue Dragon, Bleach, DearS, Boys Be, and 
from video games: DC vs. MK, Resident Evil: 
Umbrella Chronicles, Eternal Sonata, Soul Calibur, 
Final Fantasy, Desperate Housewives, Halo 2 
(ilovebees), Tales of Symphonia, Tales of the Abyss, 
Persona, and Valkyrie Profile: Silmeria. 

Tara has also worked on several original 
animated series from the Kids’ WB’s Legion of 
Superheroes to Gormiti, as well as working on 
commercial campaigns both in VO for Budweiser, 

Subaru and McDonald's and on-screen for Snapple. Tara has also narrated 
audio books as well as voiced computer software programs and industrial 
narration.  

Tara Platt has performed internationally from London to New York to Los 
Angeles in film, TV, animation and theatre, having studied at Mason Gross 
School of the Arts and The London Academy of Theatre where she received 
her BFA in Theatre. She’s worked on-stage across the globe in classical and 
contemporary pieces, from Romeo & Juliet as Juliet, to Danny Boy, to Clara 
Schumann in First Nights in a role written for her by writer/director John 
DeLancie.  

Some of her other credits include TV: Gilmore Girls, Charmed, The 
Playbook, One Life to Live, Days Of Our Lives; FILM: Time & Tide, Scarecrow III, 
I’m Through With White Girls, BackSlash. She just finished acting in and 
producing the feature film Tumbling After with her partner Yuri Lowenthal and 
their production company Monkey Kingdom Productions. MKP is currently in 
production on a documentary about voice-over and the exciting world of 
conventions starring Platt & Lowenthal. In addition, she has co-authored the 
book Voice-Over Voice Actor: What It’s Like Behind the Mic which is a 
comprehensive look at the wonderful world of VO.  

Platt always is on the go, both physically and mentally. When she’s not 
acting or traveling the globe appearing at conventions, she can be found 
practicing yoga or studying a variety of topics from hypnosis (she’s a Certified 
Master Hypnotist, Certified NLP Practitioner and Certified Therapeutic Imagery 
Facilitator) to feng shui (Platt is a Certified Feng Shui Consultant in Shambhalla 
Feng Shui).
